Golf at Skytop can be one of your most exciting experiences. Imagine playing a round high in the spectacular scenery of the Pocono Mountains, where the air is crisp and clear, on an 18-hole championship course that is rated among the finest in the East. The course measures 6,656 yards from the back tees with a slope rating of 133, and forward tees 5,789, and is sloped at a 122 rating. It's a course that challenges the serious golfer, yet won't overwhelm the more casual player. 

The trees, fairways and greens are impeccably maintained. Tucked in the heart of the mountains, the course meanders through beautifully landscaped gardens and trees. West Mountain majestically overlooks the course from the northwest. In fact, you'll probably enjoy the glorious vistas and natural beauty as much as the game. You may even see deer grazing on the fairways!

The Architect, Robert White, is responsible for the construction of Skytop's 18-hole championship golf course, and eleven other courses across the United States, including: Pine Lakes International, Myrtle Beach, SC; Long Vue Club, Verona, PA; North Salem, Lakes Salem, MA; Wykagyl County Club, Staten Island, NY and Pine Lakes Country Club, Pine Lakes, NC.

The Course 

The founding fathers of Skytop made it clear to White that the golf course was to be the primary recreational activity for Lodge guests. White went on to construct an 18-hole championship golf course. The course uses various natural elevations. This type of construction eliminates hillside fairways, a rare characteristic among Pocono Mountains golf courses. The West Mountain Range overlooks the course from the northwest and lush gardens surround other areas of the course where players are often joined by deer grazing on the fairways. The 18th Hole, the most expensive to construct, is now considered by many to be the "signature hole".
